YEAR 3 VISIT TO BEAUMANOR HALL – Thursday 29 January 2026 

 
In the Spring term, Year 3 will be studying the history of the Iron Age. As part of this topic 
they are going to participate in an Iron Age Celts Day at Beaumanor Hall on Thursday 29 
January 2026. The main activities consist of an introduction to Celtic life; a runic decoding 
trail; warrior training, which includes a torch relay, target practise, spear throwing and 
dressing for battle, and finding out what life was like in the Celtic roundhouse. This hands on 
day uses the history of the Iron Age fort that originally stood at Beacon Hill and would have 
been occupied by the Coritani Tribe native to Leicestershire. During the day the children will 
become history detectives discovering different aspects of Celtic life and culture. 
 
The coaches will be leaving school promptly at 9.10am and will be back in school 
before the end of the normal school day. 
 
The cost of the visit is £22. All payments need to be made through our Arbor app by Friday 
23 January 2026. 
 
Children will need to wear school uniform with sensible shoes and a warm 
waterproof jacket.   
 
Please provide your child with a packed lunch for this day and a bottle of water.  For children 
who currently hold a Free School Meals Authorisation, please state on the consent form 
attached, whether your child will require a school packed lunch on the day of the visit.
